BE ALERT! BE VIGILANT!! BE SAFE!!!

IDENTIFYING A TERRORIST

o By clothes unsuited for the season of the
Year e.g. wearing a coat or jacket
in summer .

e Anperson trying to blend with
his surroundings by his dress
and behavior , Though he
doesn’t belong to the group.

o Anything protruding unnatu-
rally under this clothing as
these could be arms or
Explosives.

IDENTIEYING A
SUSPICIOUS VEHICLE
o Number-plate looks “improved” or

Mismatched (e.g. different front and back plates.).
o A vehicle parked suspiciously for a prolonged time

in a central place or in a no-parking area.
e The vehicle’s rear part sags noticeably.

IN CASE YOU SUSPECT SOMETHING

from a safe distance. Do not intervene, wait
for the arrival of the Police.
DURING A TERRORIST

ATTACK
o Leave the site immediately, move to an

open space or a protected area .
¢ Avoid as best you can, proximity to tall
Building, glass windows and vehicles.
o Obey Police instructions.

AS SOON AS THE INCIDENT IS

OVER

o|f police has not arrived yet, call 100
immediately. Follow Instruction of
Police and rescue teams.
*Do not form or join a crowd

o | eave the Area immediately there may be
explosives planted around.

eMake way for rescue vehicles.
eObserve your surroundings and report to the police immediately for

o Call 100 at once and give as many details as possible
about the suspect or the suspicious vehicle

any suspect or additional explosive materials.
« If you have any information that may help in apprehending suspects

or locate a vehicle involved, inform the Police.

o While giving information to the police on telephone
number 100, try to keep an eye on the suspect or suspicious vehicle

IF YOU ARE A CAR DEALER

Satisfy yourself about the bonafides of both parties;
particularly the buyer before finalizing the deal and more
so, if the buyer is from outside Goa.

Insist on identification documents, photocopies of which
should be retained by you.

Be particularly careful while organizing a deal involving
Ambassador cars and Bullet motorcycles, as they are most
likely to be used for terrorist incidents.

IF YOU ARE A LANDLORD OR A PROPERTY
DEALER

Do not let out your premises without satisfying yourself
about the antecedents of the tenant. Tenant verification
form be filled out and submitted to concerned police
station.

By reporting to the nearest Police Station or call 100 about
any suspicious person trying to rent out premises

IF YOU OWN A CYBER CAFE/PUBLIC
INTERNET FACILITY OR PCO WITH STD AND
ISD FACILITY

o Insist on identification documents before permitting use
of Internet facility to a guest.

o Maintain a register with details of identity of user, login
time log out time and make it available for police
verification.

o In case of PCO for STD AND ISD use maintain a
register with details of identity, number called and call
duration and make it available for police verification

GOA POLICE

YOU CAN HELP

IF YOU OWN A GUEST HOUSE,
LODGE OR AHOTEL

o Insist on identification documents
before giving a room to a guest.

o In case of foreigners, insist on
production of passport and fill out the ‘C’
form and submit to the nearest Police
Station.

e Call 100 about any suspicious behavior
of the guest.

IF YOU ARE RENTING BIKES OR
CARS

o Insist on identification documents
before renting car/bike to a guest.

o In case of foreigners, insist on
production of passport and international
driving permit

o Retain a copy of identification
document/passport with you for the
inspection by the Police when ever
required.

YOU CAN ALSO HELP

By reporting suspicious & unclaimed
objects like hand bags, packets and other
such things or any suspicious looking
persons in your vicinity to the Police
Control Room on Tel No 100.
